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The symposium attracted 206 participants from 55 countries. About 30% of the participants
were female; 81% came from the South (43% Africa, 34% Asia and Pacific, 4% Latin
America) and 19% from the North and/or international organizations. Sponsorship was
received for full or part sponsorship of participants from developing countries from AVRDC
(3 participants), CIDA (25), CTA (16), FARA (11), GlobalHort (6), ICUC (3), SDC (6) and
Sida (9). In addition, Bioversity International, IFS, ICRAF and Phytotrade sponsored several
participants from the South.

All full-paying non-ISHS members will now become members of the society for the duration
of 1 year.

1. Opening Ceremony

The symposium was opened in the presence of Hon. Isidore Shirima, Regional
Commissioner, Arusha Region, Tanzania, Hon. Elias W. Lali, District Commissioner,
Arumeru District, Tanzania, Dr Jeremiah Haki, Director for Research and Development,
Ministry of Agriculture, Food Security and Cooperatives, Tanzania, Dr Norman E. Looney,
President, International Society of Horticultural Sciences, Dr Sidi Sanyang, Director, Policies
and Markets, Forum for Agricultural Research in Africa and Dr Hannah Jaenicke, Director,
International Centre for Underutilised Crops. It was co-chaired by Dr Mel Oluoch, ag.
Director The World Vegetable Center’s Regional Center for Africa, Tanzania and Dr S. Bala
Ravi, MS Swaminathan Research Foundation, India.

In his opening address the Hon District Commissioner mentioned that hundreds of little-
known indigenous plant species help support the lives of rural people; many of these species
are valued and actively managed to provide food, cash, medicine, fodder, fuelwood, shade
and building materials and many provide important nutrition benefits, especially to women
and children. As traditional, neglected and under-utilized indigenous vegetables and fruit
crops are low input crops they are important for agricultural diversification and provide a
unique opportunity to combat food and nutritional insecurity within communities. He went on
to say that much of the natural ecosystem in which these indigenous species thrive is
endangered due to increased urbanization, deforestation due to industrial crops (for example
tobacco) and also climate change. There also is a decline in indigenous knowledge on how to
manage and use these species, often because indigenous species are perceived as inferior to
exotics. He concluded by thanking the organizers to have chosen Arusha and Tanzania as the
venue of this symposium and urged the participants to take advantage of this excellent
opportunity to learn from each other and to forge new research and development
relationships.

Dr Sidi Sanyang delivered the opening keynote address on behalf of Dr Monty Jones,
Executive Director, FARA. He mentioned the timeliness of this symposium as there is a need
for collaboration through the Agricultural Biodiversity Initiative for Africa (ABIA). This new
initiative led by FARA, aims to promote conservation and sustainably use of agricultural
genetic resources. It is facing challenges such as a weak knowledge base on the significance
of agricultural biodiversity; too much emphasis on the main staples and the neglect of others;
over-emphasis on conservation for future use at expense of use and management for present
and future challenges; the fact that gene banks are often seen as independent organs in the



maintenance of agricultural biodiversity, with little or no link with other arms of agricultural
research and with communities, and policy and strategies which often don’t directly promote
wellbeing. Dr Sanyang urged the community to consider a paradigm shift from one in which
conservation is largely seen as a Government responsibility, to one where biodiversity
protection is viewed as a profitable business opportunity — for both mainstream enterprise and
small businesses. He then went on to provide an example of the importance of crop wild
relatives in the breeding of the New Rice for Africa (NERICA) which combined genes from
the resilient African rice Oryza glaberrima and the highly yielding Asian rice O. sativa to
provide rice with a higher protein content to either of its two parents. The success of this
effort lies largely in the participatory breeding and selection processes and positive
institutional collaboration.

2. Scientific programme

The 4-day symposium consisted of 2.5 days of scientific oral and poster presentations in the
four themes: food security, nutrition, income generation, sustainable
development/biodiversity.

Following the Opening Ceremony, keynote presentations were given for each of the four
themes.

Opportunities”

¢ Dr Nigel Maxted, University of Birmingham on “Use it or lose it: Improving the

Theme 1:

Presentations and posters dealt mainly with socio-economical and ethno-botanical topics.
Crops included grains, leafy vegetables, fruits and nuts. The role of underutilized plants
species is a) local primary suppliers of food but also b) medicine and c) to combat hunger
during lean seasons. These crops are either collected in the wild/forests or
cultivated/intercropped on private or communal land. Usually these species are associated
with the culture of the people that use them. Women are the custodians of the traditional
knowledge about their cultivation and processing. These plants contribute to the conservation
of biodiversity, income, nutrition and health.

Common constraints identified were: lack of knowledge for processing and about their role in
nutrition, lack of efficient marketing and conducive policies.



The total number of species presented was enormous. The sheer number of underutilized
species that could contribute to peoples’ food security presents a big challenge for work on
these crops.

Theme 2:
Highlights in this theme included:

The potential of underutilized plants is being eroded with the loss of biodiversity and
associated indigenous knowledge.

Link between indigenous knowledge (IK) and utilization is important and should be
encouraged; using IK means communities can relate to the work and gives them
ownership. IK should be supported with science and technology to quantify the
nutritional benefits of species to support their promotion and IK methods should be
adapted/modified to improve their use.

Standardization of ALL methods and languages used to ensure common understanding
Bio-availability and bio-efficacy of the products must be studied using different
methods for comparison.

Issue of bio-availability and bio-efficacy of the products: relationship between in-vitro
and in-vivo bioavailability, and find a common ground through modelling systems to
elucidate the linkages between the two approaches.

Application of modern methods (e.g. tissue culture, biotechnology etc) should be
encouraged/used to address problems such as availability of planting material of
desirable cultivars.

Learning from others — linkages between agriculture, health and other sectors
promoted/strengthened and also across countries, regions.

System/mechanism must be in place to ensure that information is constantly shared so
that all stakeholders are aware of developments (lots of information out there but not
harnessed).

Focus efforts on nutritionally important plants — which have scope for cottage industry
— then look at quality and quantity — and scale-up challenges e.g. Vegetables and
Fruits work in India/”’Lets go local” in Micronesia and Bambara work in Nigeria.
Value chain approach must be adopted, so that all aspects are being developed/studied
at the same time.

Documentation must be encouraged.

Greater promotion and encouragement of the utilization and consumption of these
vegetables and fruits and nuts will help to reduce ‘hidden hunger’.

Need to ensure better funding for ICUC so that conservation activities can be
supported.

Suggestions for collaboration were offered from the participants of this Theme:

A proposal should be developed for vegetables, fruits and nuts to ensure continuation
of the work initiated in some countries while sharing available expertise and resources.
(Majority of the countries do not have all the expertise required to carry out all
activities)

Identify Centres of Excellence that will carry out specific activities e.g. nutritional
analysis etc.

Sharing expertise through exchange programmes and appropriate capacity
building/supplementation

A comment of caution came from the audience regarding toxic substances present in
many underutilised plants and that this was one of the reasons why they are not much
used.

Theme 3:



This was the smallest group. There were several presentations from countries in the North.
The crops presented included even mushrooms and ornamentals. The presentations focused
around a) the need for an enabling policy environment and b) down-to-earth case studies that
illustrated fairly well the keynote presentation given in plenary during the first session of the
symposium.

General conclusions:

* Wise decisions needed when starting marketing: start locally with local needs and
consumers, build a strong value chain that can be expanded;

*  When a value chain is successful, the danger exists that it might be taken over by
larger companies leading to problems for the poor — out target group;

» Technologies for food processing are available, but have to be used in the right way;

» The development of control systems and standards is essential: local consumers
should also receive good quality products;

* One has to be aware of the challenge to keep a product on the market in the long-term.

The discussion in the various sessions was very rich due to the diversity of the audience that
in addition to academia with different professional backgrounds included also development
workers, the private sector and policy makers.

Theme 4:

Presentations paid more attention to plant diversity than to environmental sustainability. The
latter papers suggested more integrated approaches to fight genetic erosion, soil and water
pollution, loss of forests or to manage risks caused by weedy species.

Valorizing plant diversity was shown in the first place as a way to secure income generation.
Little has been done with regards to natural resources policies to conserve biodiversity of
underutilized plant species. Their conservation still relies on their use.

However, the use of underutilized plant species is facing several constraints which scientists
can identify and characterize, but not solve themselves:

* Overexploitation

» Lack of markets/promotion

* Biological risks/legal limitations

» Little or no research

* Disorganized communities

It was felt that regarding the last two constraints mentioned, it was our responsibility to share
and disseminate information, to participate in training and education efforts, to promote
cropping and consumption following good practices.

In each theme, a panel comprised of the chairs and/or several of the participants chose the best

oral and poster presentations and awards were given to the presenters during the closing

ceremony:

3. Additional activities

In addition to the scientific content, there were voluntary side events during the evening of
day 1 on: 1. Working with the Media, arranged by WrenMedia; 2. Income generation through
dry flower produces, by SK Datta; 3. BAMNET meeting hosted by Frank Begemann.

A panel discussion on the topic of “The promotion of underutilized plants and their products”
took place on the second day. Despite being held late in the evening it attracted a large
number of participants and ranked highly in the symposium evaluation.

A field trip during the afternoon of day 3 took the participants to either a) the World
Vegetable Center’s Regional Center for Africa offices, the GlobalHort Secretariat and an
indigenous vegetable farmer, or b) to the fruits and vegetable market in Arusha town and a
biodiesel production company (Diligent Ltd.). In both excursions, the value of producing
niche crops for market and sustainable development was highlighted. The indigenous
vegetable farmer in particular raised a lot of interest by the visitors who quizzed her about
training, production and marketing of traditional African vegetables. Likewise, the local
market women generously shared information about their businesses and the sources of their
produce and discussed with the visitors recipes for African indigenous vegetable dishes.

At the diesel production company, the General Manager informed the group about the
advantages for local farmers to grow jatropha. Furthermore the processing unit was visited
and cooperation models between local farmers and Diligent Ltd. discussed.

4. Discussion and recommendations

The last day of the symposium was dedicated to group discussions on ways forward and the
development of a joint action plan to continue working together as an interest group under the
umbrella of the ISHS.

Four topics were discussed keeping in line with the overall symposium themes:
What can we do in the ISHS Working Group on Underutilized Plants:

1. to address the opportunity of using underutilized plant species as risk buffers in times of
climate change ?
